A:  California state law required a family be  

         approved to care fulltime for any foster  

         youth under the age of 18.  

Q:  Can I be a resource parent if I am single  

          or if I rent a home?  

A:  Yes 

Q:  What if I want to adopt?  

A:  Guardianships and adoptions are  

         possible.  

Q:  Will I know why the youth is on  

         probation?  

A:  Yes, the youth®s history will be  

        discussed as well as their recently  

        achieved goals and completed  

        treatment.
