AUGUST 06, 2019 (POSSESSION OF NARCOTICS FOR SALE) - DISTRICT 3 

 

Officers from the Gang Unit observed a           

probationer assigned to their caseload sitting 

in his vehicle in a parking lot. Officers      

contacted the  probationer and a subsequent 

search of his person and vehicle resulted in 

the seizure of a large amount of               

methamphetamine, over $1600 in cash,    

packaging materials, and digital scales. The    

subject was arrested for Possession of       

Narcotics for Sale and a Violation of         

Probation.  The subject was transported and 

booked at the Sacramento County Main Jail. 

AUGUST 07, 2019 (POSSESSION OF NARCOTICS) - DISTRICT  4 

Officers from the ADRC Central Unit conducted a home visit of a known Post Release Community              

Supervision subject. A probation search of the residence was conducted and officers found a small amount of                  

methamphetamine, heroin, as well as narcotic paraphernalia. Officers also located an inert block of military   

C-4 explosive. Three subjects were subsequently arrested and or cited for Possession of Methamphetamine,       

Possession of Narcotic                

Paraphernalia, Possession 

of Heroin, Violation of         

Probation, and Flash        

Incarceration. The    C-4  

inert explosive was given 

to Sacramento Sheriff’s       

Department Explosive   

Ordinance Detail Officers 

for testing.
